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Going to prison was con-
sidered an initiation into 
adulthood in the Vir-
ginia community Demar-
cus grew up in. It was 

expected and accepted.
“A lot of people glorifi ed going to 

jail,” he says. “It was like a badge of 
honor, a path of passage. Once you 
go, you’re solidifi ed.”

An uncle gave 13-year-old Demar-
cus and his cousins a piece of advice 
he still hasn’t forgotten: “If you ever 
go to jail, don’t let anybody punk 
you. Mind your business.”

His uncle meant that it was 
important to defend yourself, 
always stand up for yourself, and 
not let anyone take advantage of 
you. Demarcus would put that 
counsel to use in a matter of years.

Lured by false status
While there wasn’t an abundance 

of material wealth in Demarcus’ 
early life, what his family had plenty 
of was aff ection and caring for one 
another. He recalls a childhood of 
riding his bike and climbing trees.

“It was a loving home,” he says. 
“They always made sure that I had 
everything I needed. I was blessed 
to grow up with a great family.”

Demarcus’ grandparents were 
very active in their church and 
brought him along as often as pos-
sible. They taught Demarcus to 
pray and to develop a strong inner 
life with God. He admits that, while 
God was drawing near to him, he 
wasn’t ready to draw near to God.

Even though he was rich in his 
family’s love and attention, Demar-
cus coveted what many of the young 
men in his neighborhood had – 

money, cars, jewelry, and most 
importantly, respect. He wanted to 
be looked at with admiration in his 
community, to have money, and to 
lift his lower-middle-class family 
economically. 

Pulled by an attraction for the 
streets, Demarcus was determined 
to be like those young men, ruling 
the neighborhood by selling drugs.

“The way they walked around, 
the way they dressed themselves – I 
wanted that,” he recalls. 

“When you come from such a 
small place, you want to be at the 
top of the food chain.”

Walking in the wrong path
Demarcus began to have regu-

lar and frequent run-ins with law 
enforcement starting at age 11 
when he participated in a burglary 
with a group of friends. By age 14, 
Demarcus was selling marijuana

and developing a steady clientele. 
Soon he moved on to selling crack 
cocaine and heroin. 

The money his “business” 
brought in was changing how he 
viewed himself. No longer was he a 
small fry in the neighborhood. 

He was gaining the respect and 
awe of his peers, and it felt good. 
“That was the beginning of my life-
style,” he says. “It began to become 
a part of my identity, so I began to 
walk in that path.”

New role models
By 2007, Demarcus could no 

longer fl y under the radar.
 After an attempted robbery that 

had gone bad, he was sentenced 
to more than 15 years 
in prison. Serving 
time was not 
the celebrated 
p i t  s t o p 
D e m a r c u s 
had heard so 
much about. 

He disliked being labeled a criminal 
and recalled the values and integrity 
his family had lovingly poured into 
his life. Being locked up made him 
face what he had become.

“I hated prison,” he says. “I 
hated the belief systems that came 
along with it. My family taught me 
respect, manners, and things of that 
nature, but I was a criminal.”

The life he’d been leading was no 
longer attractive to Demarcus. 

He took note of those around him 
who were fl ourishing and intention-
ally choosing to be better individu-
als. Demarcus was honest with God 
about his behavior and criminal 
life. He wanted change and knew it 
could only begin with God.

“I went to God, and it was one of 
the fi rst times in my life that I let go 
and I let God,” he says. 

“I was like, ‘I surrender. I submit.’ 
And it wasn’t because I wanted to go 
home. That’s when I started reading 
the Bible.” Daily, he began to build 
himself up – studying the Bible, 
exercising, opening up more with 

family members, and learn-
ing as much as he could 
about running a business to 
prepare himself for life after 
release.

Going where the 
growth is

Demarcus  had  the 
opportunity to have a pay-
ing job in the prison.  But 
he turned it down because 

he heard that the fi rst Prison 
Fellowship Academy was 

coming.  The academy uses 
targeted curriculum, compas-

sionate coaches, and the power of 
community to replace participants’ 
criminal thinking and behaviors 
with purpose and biblically-based 
life principles.

Demarcus was in his academy 
site’s fi rst graduating class.

HOW do we explain what we see in this world? Terrorist 
attacks, sex slavery, racism, world hunger?

What about closer to home? Our parents get 
divorced. The girl down the street gets abducted. A 
relative gets cancer. We’re likely to think, “Something 
isn’t right here. Something is really, 
really wrong. This isn’t how life’s 
supposed to be!”

So, WHY do bad things 
happen?

There is an answer to the WHY 
question, found in the Bible. But 
it’s not an answer that most people 
like to hear: the world is the way it 
is because it’s the world that we, 
in a sense, have asked for.  What 
or who could make this world 
di� erent than the way it is? What 
or who could guarantee that life 
is pain-free, for everyone, all the 
time? 

God could. God could 
accomplish that. But He doesn’t. 
At least not right now. And we’re 
angry with Him as a result. 

We say, “God can’t be all-
powerful and all-loving. If he were, this world wouldn’t 
be the way it is!” We say this hoping that putting a guilt 
trip on Him will make Him change the way He’s doing 
things. But He doesn’t seem to budge. WHY doesn’t He?

God doesn’t change things right now because He’s 
giving us what we asked for: a world where we get to 
treat Him as though He is absent and unnecessary.
Remember the story of Adam and Eve? They ate the 
“forbidden fruit.” 

That fruit was the idea that they could ignore what 
God said or gave them, and strike out on life apart from 
God. For Adam and Eve sort of hoped that they could 
become like God, without God.

They believed there was something more valuable in 
existence than God Himself, something more valuable 

than having a personal relationship with God. And this 
world system – with all of its faults – came as a result 
of the choice they made. Their story is the story of all 
of us, isn’t it? Who hasn’t said – if not audibly at least in 
their hearts – “God, I think I can do this without you. I’ll 

just go this one alone. But thanks 
for the o� er.”

We’ve all tried to make life 
work without God.

Why do we do that? Probably 
because we’ve all bought the 
notion that there’s something 
more valuable, more important, 
than God. 

For di� erent people its di� erent 
things, but the mindset is the 
same: God isn’t what’s most 
important in life. In fact, I’d just as 
soon do it without Him altogether.

What is God’s response to that? 
He allows it. 

Many people experience the 
painful results of others’ or their 
own choices that run contrary 
to God’s ways...murder, sexual 
abuse, greed, lying/fraud, slander, 

adultery, kidnapping, etc.
All of these can be explained by people who have 

refused to give God access and in� uence over their 
lives. They are going about their lives as they see � t, 
and they and others su� er.

What’s God view on all of this? He’s not smug. He’s 
compassionate, hoping we will turn to Him so that 
He can bring real life to us. Jesus said, “Come to me, all 
who are weary and heavy-laden, and I will give you rest.” 
(Matthew 11:28). But not all are willing to go to Him. 

But what about when life is unfair, when bad 
things happen to us?  What about those horrible 
circumstances that hit us in life, caused by someone 
other than ourselves? 

This isn’t how it’s supposed to be!

Building positive

Demarcus has realized 
the goals he hoped for 
after prison: He’s close 
to his children, and he’s 
the owner of a success-
ful commercial cleaning 
business.

“I don’t want people 
to look at me as the dude 
that just did the time,” 
he says. 

“I’m an entrepreneur. 
I add value to life. I add 
value to communities. I’m 
here to help build positive 
change.”

He proved this shortly 
after his release from 
prison in 2020 when he 
played a key role in getting a driver out of her burning car on the highway.

 The car was engulfed in fl ames and appeared to be half of its original 
size by the time Demarcus reached it.

Using a fi re extinguisher from another driver, 
he settled the fl ames long enough for two other 
bystanders to loosen the motorist’s seatbelt and 
pull her out. 

Demarcus was awarded a commendation from the 
local fi re department for his heroism.

He acknowledges he’s not the same man who went 
to prison in 2007. 

After his release, he took the bus daily to his job 
at a tree service company. He keeps one of those bus 
tickets in his wallet to remember the progress he’s 
made and God’s faithfulness. ●

Teddy Hung’s trade made him 
very rich and very powerful. It 
also made him one of the most 
wanted men in Hong Kong. 

For Teddy’s trade was the triad.
Teddy, who was also known as 

Hung Hon-yee, was the leader of 
Hong Kong’s notorious 14K gang, 
the second largest in the world. 
Teddy’s ill-gotten gains came from 
prostitution, human trafficking, 
gambling dens and money launder-
ing. Ruthless and untouchable, he 
went by the nickname ‘Black-faced 
God’. 

He joined the gang after dropping 
out of school at 15. 

His father gave these uplifting 
words of advice to his son: “You 
must not be greedy and fearful of 
death. Remember to be loyal and not 
to betray your brothers otherwise I 
will kill you fi rst.”

Teddy had all the trappings of a 
warlord – four wives and a string of 
mistresses, bodyguards and luxury 
cars. As the biggest drug dealer in 
Hong Kong, he earned millions of 
dollars every day.

Even jail didn’t stop him. When 
he was sent to prison for 13 years in 
the 1990s, he renovated his cell and 
ran his business from behind bars. 

However while he was 
in prison, Teddy was vis-
ited by the chaplain who 
said to him: “You are very 
successful and famous 
around the world. But 
when you die what will 
you be remembered for?”

“That question made 
me think,” said Teddy. “I 
realised the more successful I was, 
the more lives I spoiled, the more 
guilty I was. I did not help people; 
I ruined people instead. I was the 
demon head.”

The obvious solution would have 
been to shut his business down 
but how could he do that? Teddy 
wrestled with this dilemma night 
and day.  Guilt and shame racked 
him, leading to severe insomnia 
and depression. In desperation one 
night, Teddy decided to kill himself.

As he rolled over in his bed, his 
eyes fell on the Bible his wife had 
put on his bedside table. She was 
not a Christian; the Bible was a gift 
from one of the multitude of pas-
tors who had tried over the years, 
without any success, to lead Teddy 
to Jesus Christ. 

Teddy, of course, hated the pas-
tors. He would scream at them: “Get 
out! I am prepared to go to hell!”

“I pointed at the Bible and I said 
‘Jesus! If You are real, You cure my 
illness and let me sleep and I will 
trust You.” He was asleep before he 
fi nished the sentence. 

A short time later, he accepted an 
invitation by those same pastors to a 
church concert and it was there that 
the fearsome triad boss bowed his 
knee to Jesus Christ. 

It would have been nice to say 
everything went smoothly for Teddy 
after that, but they didn’t. In fact, 
they went terribly wrong. 

His gambling dens lost money 
and Teddy, desperate not to lose 
this income, said he “applied for 
two years’ leave” from God and 
established more dens in Thailand.

When they too 
lost money, Teddy 
became furious 
with God. He fl ung 
off the cross he 
wore around his 
neck and decided 
to turn his back on 
Jesus.

“The next few 
nights, I couldn’t 
sleep a full hour,” 
h e  s h a r e s .  “ I 
put on the cross 
again, and I fell 
asleep immedi-
ately. I freaked out 
when I woke up. I 
thought ‘this God 
is formidable!’”

Confused and frightened he 
asked his pastors “What kind of 
God is this? When I believe in Him, 
He causes me to lose all my busi-
ness; when I don’t, He doesn’t let 
me sleep! My pastors said to me, 
‘Taking two years of leave was what 
you wanted, not what God wanted. 
Would you let your children go into 
illegal businesses like you are doing 
now? He loves you and that is why 
He wants to lead you out of it.’”

Yet still the gang leader struggled 
– he felt a huge respon-
sibility for the men and 
women who would lose 
their jobs if he closed 
his businesses down. 

Three years later, 
still unwilling to obey 
God, Teddy decided 
suicide was his only 
way out. 

“I went home to write my will but 
just when I was done, God spoke 
to me. Jesus told me that if I killed 
myself, one of my sons would kill my 
family. I knew it was His voice and I 
knew this was true.

“I tore up the will and fell asleep.”
When he woke up, Teddy knelt 

down and prayed. For the fi rst time, 
he called God ‘Father God’. 

He says God showed him heaven 
and hell – an experience that left him 
forever changed. 

 “The suff ering in hell was so much

When we are feeling victimised, it’s useful to realise that God Himself, in 
the form of Jesus, endured horrendous treatment from others. 

God more than understands what you are going through.
There is nothing in life that could be more painful than what Jesus 

endured on our behalf, when He was deserted by his friends, ridiculed 
by those who would not believe in Him, beaten and tortured before His 
cruci� xion, then nailed to a cross, in a shameful public display and then  
dying of slow su� ocation. This was no surprise to Jesus. He was aware 
of what was coming, foreknowing all the details, all the pain, all the 
humiliation. 

There is no question that there is pain and intense su� ering in this world. 
Some of it is explained by sel� sh, hateful actions on the part of others. 

Some of it de� es an explanation in this life. But God o� ers us Himself. God 
gives us the knowledge that He has endured also, and is aware of our pain 
and needs.  Jesus said to His disciples, “Peace I leave with you; my peace I give 
to you; not as the world gives do I give to you. Let not your hearts be troubled, 
neither let them be afraid.” (John 14:27). There is ample reason to be afraid, 
troubled, but God can give us His peace, which is greater than the problem 
before us.  And if we will trust Him with our lives, relying on Him, though we 
encounter di�  culties, He will hold us securely. ●

that it was unbearable; but the joy in 
heaven was indescribable,” Teddy 
shared. “God said to me ‘If you con-
tinue in this business, you will only 
drag everyone down to hell’. Having 
experienced heaven and hell, I know 
for sure that I couldn’t let them go 
to hell.”

Teddy fi nally closed all his busi-
nesses and enrolled in Bible school. 

He went on to found a church 
tailor-made for gangsters in Hong 
Kong. Those who commit their lives 
to Jesus are then given training and 
the opportunity to buy a legitimate 
franchise business as an avenue to 
leave the triad world.

“It is useless to tell them about 
Jesus but not solve their problem of 
fi nding a job outside of the gang,” 
Teddy said.

“When I fi nally let go, I began to 
see that He will take control. 

“No one can save the triad mem-
bers from hell except Jesus. And 
when one member is saved, his 
whole family will see the change in 
him and know that this Jesus is real 
and very powerful. They too will 
come to God.”

Teddy summed up his salvation 
experience this way: “Don’t be afraid 
to let go of what you have: God wants 
to take away the bad things to give 
you the good; and when He gives, it 
will be a hundredfold.”

Teddy Hung died in 2018 of can-
cer. He was 70 years old.  ●
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‘Shanghaied ’ 
from an open 
camp back to 
a maximum-

security prison on a 
drug related charge, 
it was 1981 and my 
fi fth Christmas since 
entering prison as a 
22-year-old. 

As I robotically 
paced the prison yard, 
I suddenly thought, 
“Have you found hap-
piness in your life; 
real meaning and pur-
pose?”  That night in 
my tiny cell, I thought 
about hanging myself. 
Happiness? I needed 
to fi nd a reason to live. 

Raised on welfare 
in a Greek migrant 
family, I was a popu-
lar student, successful athlete, school captain 
and dux of my fi nal year. My future looked 
promising. However, four years into an Arts/
Law degree I grasped for fulfi lment in a ‘jet-
set’ lifestyle of drug addiction and armed-
robberies. Despair, hatred and pornography 
further twisted me into someone I now feared.   

Then I had another, much stranger thought: 
why not see what the Bible has to say?  

What, the Bible? I resented Christians; they 
were boring and gullible and screwed me up 
when I was a kid. I rejected the thought, but it 
came back to me again and again until I asked 
myself, ‘why am I so afraid of the Bible?’ It’s 
the most published and infl uential book in 
human history, and I’ve never read it. What 
have I got to lose?

I was unable to fi nd a Bible in the library. 
However, that night, I fl ushed porn 
mags down the toilet, determined 
to fi nd something decent to fi ll my 
perverted mind during the seven-
teen hours locked up each day. The 
next day whilst sorting through my 
belongings in the prison’s dungeon 
store-room, I discovered a New 
Testament. 

In the sweltering heat of my cell, 
I began reading the gospel of Mat-
thew.  Six hours later, I sat still in 
the darkness, as I pondered the last 
words of Jesus that I had read: “Ask and you 
will receive, seek and you will fi nd, knock and 
the door will be opened to you” (Luke 11:13). I 
began to cry uncontrollably from a place deep 
within that needed purging, and called out to 
Jesus through my grief for His forgiveness, 
cleansing and peace.

FROM CRIMINAL TO FROM CRIMINAL TO 
CRIMINOLOGISTCRIMINOLOGIST
Arthur Bolkas  recalls how everything changed for him the 
day he read a little book in prison.

Arthur and Andie Bolkas know that, underneath all the hurt and masks, 
prisoners are a lot like everyone else.

A grinding key in the cell door awoke me. An 
offi  cer poked his head in. I blinked and said 
“Good morning sir,” then thought, “What’s 
wrong with me, calling a screw sir!” Yet I felt 
strangely diff erent.  

In the chilly morning air, Mad Mike stood 
sentinel-like in the middle of the yard wearing 
just a tee-shirt. I approached him, off ering cof-
fee and tobacco. Just then my friend Marwan 
approached. “Hey Arthur, what are you giving 
him your stuff  for?” Staring at me now, he said 
“What’s happened to you? Your eyes, your face 
is glowing.” 

Marwan looked around at others, then 
intently back at me. 

“It’s just you; only you’ve got it.” He even 
got me to look into the latrine’s dingy stain-
less steel ‘mirror’ to see what he could see. 

Amused at fi rst, I realized that what-
ever it was I felt, and was somehow 
refl ected in my face, was related to 
the previous night. 

Discreetly pulling out the little 
book, and not quite knowing what to 
say, I said “Yesterday I was reading 
this.” Marwan looked up from the 
New Testament, “What? Have you 
found God?”

“God! No, no,” I stammered, not 
yet appreciating that God had in fact 
found me.  

That was 30 years ago. A lot has happened 
since including a failed marriage, relapse into 
drug addiction, gradual healing and restora-
tion through surrender to Jesus Christ, and 
the blessing of my wife Andie and two sons. 
Demitri and Daniel

Some years later, I met my wife Andie while 
presenting an information session on volun-
teering to visit female prisoners. 

Some years ago, we formed a prison minis-
try called Five8 (‘my mate’ in rhyming prison 
slang), that brings together volunteers to visit 
inmates and support them post release.  The 
fi rst inmate we visited, Johnny, is now doing 
tertiary studies, is drug free and has become a 
Christian. Joanne is two years out, studying, 
and is not looking back. Frank successfully 
completed his fi rst ever parole.

Both Andie and I know that when you 
scratch the surface of someone who is in 
prison, they are a lot like everyone else but 
have many more protective layers. Most people 
are in jail because they sustained broken hearts 
in their formative years and never fully recov-
ered, often masking their pain with drugs and 
other addictions.  ●

WHEN we try to imagine God, so often we think of some 
sort of superhuman. That, if God exists, He must be like 
us but stronger, faster and invincible. Maybe like some 
sort of Father Christmas or Father Time, old, bearded 
and benevolent. Or like Zeus, angry and vengeful like 
a warrior.  However, the Bible tells us that God is not 
human. We are made in His image – we are like Him in 
some aspects – and He revealed Himself to us as the 
man Jesus, but God the Father is not a man, He is a 
spirit (John 4:24). In the Bible, God does call 
Himself a Father and there is mention of 
His hands and eyes and ears. But the 
Bible also uses animal imagery to try 
to describe God, it talks about God’s 
wings and Jesus is compared to both 
a lion and a lamb. And God also uses 
inanimate things to convey information about 
His attributes, like God being a pillar of � re and the 
cloud that the Israelites saw in the wilderness.

One of the things the Bible compares God to, is light. 
1 John chapter 1 verse 5 reads: “This is the message which 
we have heard from Him and declare to you, that God is 
light and in Him is no darkness at all.” 

Jesus called Himself “The light of the world” (John 8:12). 
The book I am reading at the moment by Je�  Rhoades, 
with the rather long title of The Bible, Dimensions, and the 
Spiritual Realm: Are Heaven, Angels, and God Closer Than 
We Think? makes some fascinating observations about 
how the properties of light reveal to us more about God. 
● What we can see is just part of the electromagnetic 

spectrum. Light waves in the form of radio waves, 
gamma rays, microwaves, ultraviolet, x-ray and infrared 
waves are around us all the time, even when it is dark. 
It is just that our eyes can only see a small spectrum of 
light that is visible light. In much the same way, God is 
always all around us, but undetectable except within 
the small bandwidth in which He has revealed Himself 
to us through nature, the Bible, Jesus Christ, visions and 
miracles.

● Light is constant and unchanging. Light moves 
at 186,000 miles per second, and it is not impacted by 
space or time. God is eternal and never changing. He is 
not a� ected by space or time. “For I am the Lord, I do not 
change”, He says in Malachi 3:6.
● Light is the force that helps atoms stick together. 

Electromagnetism is a form of light and it binds atoms 
to other atoms. The Bible describes God has holding all 
things together. “He [Jesus] existed before anything else, 
and He holds all creation together” (Colossians 1:17).

● Light reveals things, nothing can hide in the light. 
In the same way, nothing is hidden 

from the Lord. In Revelation 2:23 
Jesus (who is God) says, “I am the one 
who searches out the thoughts and 
intentions of every person.” 
● Albert Einstein showed that 

space and time are linked; the faster a 
person moves through space, the more 

time slows down. At the speed of light, time 
stands still. The Bible describes God as not just LIKE light 
but that He IS light. Therefore, He is everywhere, and He 
is able to move at the speed of light. So, that might be 
one way to explain how di� erent God’s relationship with 
time is to ours – He is una� ected by it.
● Rhoades writes, “Light has been studied for 

thousands of years, and scientists have learned much 
about light and its properties. Light is sometimes matter 
and sometimes energy. Light behaves strangely when 
observed. Light is a wave and a particle. However, 
despite how much scientists have learned, many aspects 
of light are still a mystery.” In the same way, God is 
mysterious, our minds cannot truly comprehend Him. 

“‘For My thoughts are not your thoughts, nor are your 
ways My ways,’ says the Lord. ‘For as the heavens are higher 
than the earth, so are My ways higher than your ways, and 
My thoughts than your thoughts’” (Isaiah 55:8-9).

That is one of the compelling things about Christianity 
for me – that God is so “other”, so beyond our little 
human understanding or ideas. So – in the true meaning 
of the word – awesome! ●

● Light reveals things, nothing can hide in the light. 
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“Ibecame a murderer at 
the age of 12 years old,” 
Paul Holway writes in the 
opening of his book, The 

Shame Identity, which recounts his 
life story.

You would be forgiven for assum-
ing Paul had a wretched childhood, 
full of tragic circumstances that led 
up to him taking the life of his sib-
ling, but he describes his life before 
that fateful day as “normal”.

“I came from a Christian home; 
two parents, an older brother, a 
younger sister, and myself,” Paul 
writes in an article for truthsaves.
org. “I grew up in the church so I 
knew all the popular Bible stories 
and was taught about God.”

But as he grew up, Paul started 
getting into trouble at school and 
home. 

“I started feeling isolated and 
withdrawn. I felt like nobody loved 
me and I started to turn all of my 
emotions inward. Those emotions 
became anger and hatred.”

He became jealous of his siblings, 
especially his younger sister, Beth-
any, who seemed to get more atten-
tion and love from their parents.

“I felt like I was being physically 
abused at home. In reality when 
looking back now, I was not abused. 
I was punished by getting spanked 
… A fear grew in me and I was 
more and more withdrawn and that 
caused me to become suicidal.”

Then Paul started abusing 
animals. 

“On several occasions, it resulted 
in the death of the animal. Each 

I thought I was unforgiveableI thought I was unforgiveable

time I killed an animal, my respect 
for life diminished, until I started 
to view people as objects instead of 
living beings.”

Paul writes in his fi rst book, Life 
After that he hated what he was 
doing, but his anger had total control 
over him. Then Paul discovered por-
nographic magazines in his father’s 
closet. The images on the pages fed 
his beliefs about people being merely 
objects. He also started stealing from 
stores as well as his own friends, 
family, teachers and fellow students.

“On November 17th 1988, I made 
a decision that proved to change the 
direction of my life and the lives of 

my family. Through eve-
rything that was build-
ing up inside me to this 
point and the trouble I 
got into at school that 
day, the only way that 
came to mind to get out 
of trouble at home was 
to shoot my little sister, 
Bethany. I believed that 
if I shot her, that every-
one would be afraid of 
me and would not hurt 
me anymore. That after-
noon after school, I shot 
and killed Bethany. She 
was eight years old and 
I was 12.” 

Paul was sent to prison 
for fi ve years – the max-
imum sentence for a 
juvenile.

“During those five 
years, my hate for life and 
for myself increased,” he 

says in The Shame Identity. “When 
I looked in the mirror, what I saw 
looking back was a monster.”

Paul was released into his parents’ 
custody at 17, just in time to start his 
senior year of high school.

“Everyone knew me and what I 
had done,” Paul explains. “Noth-
ing could be hidden in such a small 
town.”

Paul fell in with his old friends and 
started using drugs and alcohol to 
numb his feelings. After graduating 
school, he got into trouble and was 
charged with a felony. Miraculously, 
he received three years of supervised 
probation instead of the prison 

sentence the district attorney was 
aiming for.

Paul moved away and got married. 
At work he met a woman and her 
husband who were Christians. They 
invited Paul to attend church with 
them and he agreed.

“I ended up giving my life to 
Jesus,” Paul shares. “As I started my 
new life as a Christian, I struggled 
big time. I was dealing with a fail-
ing marriage and decided to leave; I 
started drinking again, had sex with 
an ex-girlfriend while still married 
and separated, and still battled all 
the turmoil going on inside from my 
past. After four months of separa-
tion, God brought my wife and 
I back together as He began to 
heal our relationship.”

Paul was changing and gain-
ing freedom in certain areas 
of his life, but believed God 
couldn’t – or wouldn’t – forgive 
him for killing Bethany.

“I truly believed that that 
particular sin was unforgiv-
able,” Paul writes. “Finally, 25 
years after shooting and killing 
Bethany, God brought me to 
the point where I was ready 
to give her to Him. Giving 
Bethany to God meant I had 
to trust His Word enough to 
believe that Jesus’ death on the 
cross was the fi nal sacrifi ce that 
paid for all my sins.”

Paul remembers the night 
he finally let her go as the 
first time he ever felt and 
knew complete freedom and 
forgiveness.  

“God has turned a horrible 
tragedy that was meant to 

Paul and his wife have just passed their 
22nd wedding anniversary.

destroy into something life giv-
ing—spiritually life giving. He has 
restored my relationship with my 
family. My wife and I just passed our 
22nd wedding anniversary and have 
an almost 17-year-old son.”

Paul volunteers at his local Youth 
Detention Center, where he speaks 
into young men’s lives and shares 
God’s love with them.

“[Jesus] reached down into such 
an evil darkness and gave me life. He 
loves me enough that He died for me 
and I get to share Him with anyone 
who will listen. I am a child of God 
and look forward to an eternity with 
Him!” ●

Describing himself as a “criminal with no backbone”, Minora 
Mavume says he did everything under the infl uence of drugs.

Speaking to Challenge News, the 32-year-old says that until 
he accepted Jesus Christ, he was “just a drug addict and a thief 

with no future”.
He had been raised by his grandmother, who he remembers teaching 

him to be respectful and to conduct himself well. 
All through school he says his dream was to be “a good breadwinner 

for my family because we didn’t have much”.
Minora says he had heard about God while growing up but didn’t 

understand much of what he’d been told. 
Later in life he met a street preacher who explained the Gospel (the 

good news that Jesus Christ came to Earth to die for our sins) to him.
Minora realised that if he didn’t acknowledge Jesus as Saviour and Lord, 

“God would not dwell in me. I saw that Jesus 
washed all my sins to bring me closer to

For the longest time, Lloyd Kacha says his life didn’t 
make any sense. He had all the pieces of the puz-
zle but he could never make them fi t the way they 
should.

The disconnect was between his behaviour and his 
beliefs.

Lloyd’s parents are pastors and so naturally he was 
raised with Biblical beliefs and regular church and Sun-
day school classes. Lloyd took it for granted that this 
automatically made him a Christian too. 

So why, he asked himself for many years, didn’t he 
live a Christian life? Instead, he tells Challenge News, he 

was more in love with the things 
of the world than the things 

of God.
He had no rever-

ence for God, did “a 
lot of wrong things” 

and “I always had 
bad thoughts, evil 
plans to the point 
of bringing shame 
to my family.

Maar in 2015, toe Lloyd 14 jaar oud was, het alles vir hom duidelik geword.

“Dit was gedurende Bybelstudie. Ons het oor verlossing en hoe ons werklik 

gered kan word geleer. Ek het uiteindelik verstaan dat ek nie wedergebore 
as ‘n Christen is nie. Daardie dag, op Oktober 31, 2015, het ek fi naal my lewe 
vir Christus gegee, en van daardie dag af het my lewe verander.”

“Om in ‘n Christen gesin gebore te wees beteken nie dat jy self ‘n Chris-
ten is nie. Jy word ‘n Christen wanneer jy bely dat Jesus die Here en 
Verlosser is van jou lewe. Jesus is nou in volle beheer van my lewe.”

Are there contradictions in the Bible?
WHILE some claim that the Bible is full of contradictions, this simply isn’t 
true. The number of apparent contradictions is actually remarkably small 
for a book of the Bible’s size and scope. What apparent discrepancies do 
exist are more of a curiosity than a calamity. They do not touch on any 
major event or article of faith.

Here is an example of a so-called contradiction. Pilate ordered that a 
sign be posted on the cross where Jesus hung. Three of the gospels record 
what was written on that sign: In Matthew: “This is Jesus, the king of the 
Jews.” In Mark: “The king of the Jews.” In John: “Jesus of Nazareth, the king 
of the Jews.” The wording is di� erent, hence the apparent contradiction. 
The remarkable thing, though, is that all three writers describe the same 
event in such detail – Jesus was cruci� ed. On this, they all agree. They even 
record that a sign was posted on the cross, and the meaning of the sign is 
the same in all three accounts!

What about the exact wording? The gospels were originally written in 
the Greek language, which didn’t use a quotation symbol as we do today 
to indicate a direct quote. The gospel writers were making an indirect 
quote, which would account for the subtle di� erences in the passages. 

Here is another example of an apparent contradiction. Was Jesus in the 
tomb for two or three nights before His resurrection? Jesus said, prior to 
his cruci� xion, “For as Jonah was three days and three nights in the belly of 
a huge � sh, so the Son of Man will be three days and three nights in the heart 
of the earth” (Matthew 12:40). Mark records another statement that Jesus 
made, “We are going up to Jerusalem, and the Son of Man will be betrayed to 
the chief priests and teachers of the law. They will condemn Him to death and 
will hand Him over to the Gentiles, who will mock Him and spit on Him, � og 
Him and kill Him. Three days later He will rise” (Mark 10:33,34).

Jesus was killed on Friday and the resurrection was discovered on 
Sunday. How can that be three days and nights in the tomb? It was a 
Jewish � gure of speech in Jesus’ time to count any part of a day or night as 
a full day and night. So Friday, Saturday, and Sunday would be called three 
days and three nights in Jesus’ culture. We speak in similar ways today – if 
a person were to say, “I spent all day shopping,” we understand that the 
person didn’t mean 24 hours.

This is typical of apparent contradictions in the New Testament. Most are 
resolved by a closer examination of the text itself or through studying the 
historical background. ●

He learned that he needed to 
make a commitment to Jesus 
Christ and have a personal 
relationship with Him.

“It was during Bible study. 
We learned about salvation and 
how one can truly be saved. I 
fi nally understood that I was 
not born again as a Christian.

“That day, on October 31, 
2015, I finally gave my life 
to Christ and from that time 
onwards my life has changed.

“To be born in a Christian 
family does not mean you are 
a Christian.

“You become a Christian when you yourself confess 
Jesus as the Lord and Saviour of your life. Jesus is now 
the controller of my life.”

Lloyd’s faith has fl ourished since that time and the 
22-year-old is following in his parents’ footsteps – he 

is a student pastor in South Africa.
His message is that Jesus is the Way, the Truth 

and the Life and that no-one comes to the Father 
except through Him (John 14:6).

“Jesus is calling you,” Lloyd says. 
“It doesn’t matter what you have done, He 

died for you and me so we can have eternal life. 
“He gives us the assurance in Revelation 

3:20: ‘Behold, I stand at the door and knock; 
if anyone hears My voice and opens the door 
I will come in and eat with him.’” ●

INTRODUCTION
OUR last study was the � rst one 
based on Mark’s Gospel. We looked 
at Chapter 1, verses 1 to 20. It is a 
fast-moving report on what Jesus did 
from the outset of His ministry. John 
the Baptist spoke about Him, then we 
read of His baptism and temptation 
and the calling of the � rst disciples.

The people were 
amazed at His teaching, because He 
taught them as one who had authority, 
not as the teachers of the law.”

The Sabbath was the seventh day 
of the week, and the synagogue 
was the building in which the Jews 
met for worship. The people could 
recognise that Jesus was di� erent 
from their usual teachers. He had 
an authority which they lacked. The 
truth had unusual power that could 
be felt.

Verses 23-26 “Just then a man in 
their synagogue who was possessed 
by an evil spirit cried out ‘What do you 
want with us, Jesus of Nazareth? Have 
you come to destroy us? I know who 
you are – the Holy One of God!’ ‘Be 
quiet!’ said Jesus sternly.  ‘Come out 
of him!’  The evil spirit shook the man 
violently and came out of him with a 
shriek.”

The Bible makes clear that there 
are demons who are active on earth. 
They are fallen angels involved with 
Satan. It seems that they increased 
in their activity when Jesus was on 
earth. The man had the demon in 
his life in such a way that he lacked 
control over his words and actions. 

The spirit understood who Jesus 

was and reacted with surprise 
and concern. In dismissing him, 
Jesus showed His divine authority, 
something not seen before by the 
people.

Verses 27, 28 “The people were all 
so amazed that they asked each other, 
‘What is this? A new teaching – and 
with authority! He even gives orders to 
evil spirits, and they obey Him.’ News 
about Him spread quickly over the 
whole region of Galilee.”

This was one of the early signs, or 
miracles, which Jesus did, making 
it obvious that He was no ordinary 
man. He said that He had come from 
God and signs like this con� rmed it. 
No-one before Him had shown this 
kind of authority.

Verses 29-31 “As soon as they left 
the synagogue, they went with James 
and John to the home of Simon and 
Andrew. Simon’s mother-in-law was in 
bed with a fever, and they told Jesus 
about her. So, he went to her, took her 
hand and helped her up. The fever left 
her, and she began to wait on them.”

Another miracle follows straight on 
after the � rst. Jesus has power over 
sickness. It is clear that the healing 
was not gradual, as it might have 
been otherwise, but it happened 
in an instant. The woman was 
immediately well. We also begin to 
see that the Lord Jesus was merciful 
and compassionate, doing good to 
people.

Verses 32-34 “That evening after 
sunset the people brought to Jesus all 
the sick and demon-possessed. The 
whole town gathered at the door and 
Jesus healed many who had various 
diseases. He also drove out many 
demons, but He would not let the 
demons speak because they knew who 
He was.”

It didn’t take long for word to 
spread about Jesus and His power to 
heal. We can imagine excited crowds 
gathering, not only to see what was 
happening but to bring sick folk 
with hope in their hearts of a new 
beginning. How much good cheer 
this must have created. People all 
going their way having experienced 
a miracle. The evil beings were being 
stirred and losing their grip.

Verses 35-37 “Very early in the 
morning, while it was still dark, Jesus 
got up, left the house and went o�  to a 
solitary place, where He prayed. Simon 
and his companions went to look for 
Him, and when they found Him, they 
exclaimed: ‘Everyone is looking for 
you!’”

In the four gospels we are told 
how Jesus kept continual touch with 
His Father in heaven. He deliberately 
found privacy where He could speak 
with God the Father. In this case, He 

also wanted to have some relief from 
the crowd who would pursue Him 
day and night if they had the chance. 
So, he maintained a balance between 
being with crowds and being alone 
with the Father.

Verses 38, 39 “Jesus replied, ‘Let’s 
go somewhere else – to the nearby 
villages – so I can preach there also. 
That is why I have come.’ So, He 
travelled throughout Galilee, preaching 
in their synagogues and driving out 
demons.”

We can see that the Lord did not 
want to get caught up with one 
group of people who would demand 
of Him, but He wished to go to other 
people to share with them. Note that 
He named preaching as the thing He 
was � rst of all wanting the do. 

He had a message to spread. It 
was to do with God’s plan and how 
people needed to shape up to it. God 
being righteous and people needing 
to repent (to turn away from) their 
sins. So began a ministry which kept 
moving for the next three years. The 
four Gospels (Matthew, Mark, Luke, 
and John) tell us about it.

Verses 40-42 “A man with leprosy 
came to Him and begged Him on his 
knees, ‘If You are willing, You can make 
me clean.’ Filled with compassion, Jesus 
reached out His hand and touched the 
man. ‘I am willing,’ He said, ‘Be clean!’ 
Immediately the leprosy left him, and 
he was cured.”

This disease was most unpleasant

FOR many people, paper quali� cations have become all-important. Some 
even resort to purchasing a degree so they can present themselves with the 
“right quali� cations”. 

Some have even resorted to fraud and misrepresentation by falsifying 
certi� cates and buying forged quali� cations. Others get honorary degrees. 

Someone who had never been to university once expressed jokingly that 
he had studied at INOGO University of Hawaii. 

He then explained to me that it was his way of expressing “I no go to 
university” in poor, broken English. It made me wonder if I should put MWQ 
(My Wife’s Quali� cations) as one of my credentials!

As I considered the importance of quali� cations, I thought about the 
quali� cations that would impress God. Do we need quali� cations before we 
can serve Him? 

As the Lord brought my attention to Isaiah 6, I found that His question, 
“Whom shall I send?” and Isaiah’s response, “Here I am, send me”, occurred 
after Isaiah had repented [turned away from his wrongdoing] and God had 
forgiven him. 

I began to realise that whom God forgives, He also asks to serve Him.
The “quali� cation” God seeks in His servants is a repentant heart. This 

idea is a�  rmed in Hebrews 9:14, “How much more shall the blood of Christ, 
Who through the eternal Spirit o� ered Himself without spot to God, cleanse our 
conscience from dead works to serve the living God?”

Repentance, forgiveness and readiness re far more important 
quali� cations than paper quali� cations. ●

with skin and � esh being eaten 
away. It was regarded as contagious 
though this was hardly true. People 
rarely got over it, so their case was 
sad. This man had faith to believe 
that Jesus could heal him, so he 
boldly made his move. People kept 
strictly apart from lepers, but Jesus 
reached out and touched him. Such 
a wonderful connection between 
pure holiness and deep human need. 
What a miracle this was! It seemed 
like the impossible happening.

Verses 43-45 “Jesus sent him away 
at once with a strong warning: ‘See 
that you don’t tell this to anyone. But 
go, show yourself to the priest and o� er 
the sacri� ces that Moses commanded 
for your cleansing, as a testimony to 
them.’ Instead, he went out and began 
to talk freely, spreading the news. As 
a result, Jesus could no longer enter 
a town openly but stayed outside in 
lonely places. Yet the people still came 
to Him from everywhere.”

We can see the reason why Jesus 
didn’t want the man to advertise 
his healing as it brings insistent 
crowds. It is not that Jesus didn’t like 
crowds, what He didn’t like was being 
overwhelmed with people and their 
needs to the point where He was 
unable to choose what He wanted 
to do. 

In other words, crowds had the 
ability to trap a person and there 
is no easy way to escape. So going 
to lonely places or even to hiding 
places was a necessity. But even 
so, there were those individual 
people who searched and found 
Him. The reference to Moses and 
sacri� ce concerns a ritual of the Old 
Testament law regarding leprosy.

CONCLUSION
We are beginning to experience 

the fast pace of Mark’s record. But we 
mustn’t allow the speed to make us 
miss very deep truths. Reading the 
gospels raises the central question 
“Who is this man Jesus?” 

How do we see Him? Do we 
believe His words? What are His 
miracles telling us? And so on. How 
we answer is of real importance to us 
as it was to the people of the day. We 
will continue in chapter two. ●
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Jonathan Isaac began his pro-
fessional basketball career in 
2017 when he was selected 
sixth overall by the Orlando 

Magic in the NBA draft but was 
then plagued by injury which kept 
him sidelined for three seasons. 
Despite not playing, the 26-year-old 
Haitian-American still managed to 
make headlines when he stood for 
what he believed in despite pressure 
around him to conform.

Six months after joining the 
Magic in 2017 Jonathan was ruled 
out with a right ankle sprain. 

In his second year in the league, 
he became a starter for the Magic in 
64 games, posting career-high aver-
ages in points, rebounds, assists, 
and blocks per game.

In October 2019 he posted 24 
points in a 95-104 loss to the 
Toronto Raptors but in January, he 
was sidelined after suff ering a trau-
matic knee injury during a 122-101 
win over the Washington Wizards.

He played again in August 2020, 
winning 132-116 over the Sacra-
mento Kings but tore his left ante-
rior cruciate ligament (ACL) during 
the game. 

Despite a successful surgery on it 
that month, the injury kept him off  
the court until January 2023.

During his return he recorded 
10 points, three rebounds, and two 
steals in nine minutes in a 113–98 
win over the Boston Celtics. Dur-
ing practice the following month, 
he tore his left adductor muscle 
and underwent surgery, ending the 
season for him.

In 2020 Jonathan made head-
lines when he refused to kneel dur-
ing the National Anthem or wear 
a Black Lives Matter t-shirt with 
the rest of the league following the 
death of African-American George

Floyd while in police custody. At a 
press conference, reporters ques-
tioned whether he believed black 
lives mattered.

“Absolutely,” he replied. “I 
believe that black lives matter. A 
lot went into my decision and part 
of it was my thought was that kneel-
ing and wearing a t-shirt doesn’t go 
hand in hand with supporting black 
lives… Everything that plagues our 
nation, that plagues us 
as a society I think the 
answer is the gospel 
[the good news that 
Jesus came to earth 
to die on the cross for 
our sins].”

Jonathan later told 
Liberty University stu-
dents, “The heartbeat 
of what I was trying to 
do was (share) that I 
believe that we all fall short of God’s 
glory, and if any of us are throwing 
stones at any person or anything, 
we are throwing stones in a glass 
house. If we would love each other 
the way that God loves us, which is 
in spite of our sins and shortcom-
ings, there could be real change 
between white and black people, 
for all people.”

Jonathan has written a book 
about his decision to stand for what 
he believes in called Why I Stand.

In the book, Jonathan describes 
being raised in a church-going 
family in the Bronx. When his par-
ents divorced, Jonathan moved to 
Florida with his mother.  

“Coming from Bronx, New York, 
a predominantly Black community 
to Naples, Florida, a predominantly 
white community, ‘different’ is 
exactly what I was,” Jonathan 
writes. “That was the first time 
that I started to develop a sense of 

anxiety and really, self-awareness 
that I was diff erent from the other 
kids and I wasn’t fi tting in. And so 
that led me towards basketball and 
starting to refi ne my skills there. 
The girls started to talk to me, the 
guys wanted me to be on their team. 
And so that drove me to put every 
single ounce of time and practice 
that I could into basketball, into 
becoming better.”

The hard work paid 
off  and Jonathan was 
accepted to play at 
Florida State Univer-
sity on a full scholar-
ship. But his intense 
fear of failure fol-
lowed him, manifest-
ing in anxiety attacks. 
He was prescribed 
anxiety medication, 
which helped him to 

be able to play.
The anxiety continued when he 

was selected by the Orlando Magic 
in 2017.

During his rookie season he was 
invited to a chapel service.

“The chaplain started the mes-
sage and he quoted Luke 6:46 that 
says, ‘ Why do you call me Lord, 
Lord, and not do what I say?’” 
Jonathan remembers. “And the 
verse hit me like just a ton of bricks. 
I started to refl ect on that verse 
even in the game, at night-time I’m 
thinking to myself, that’s me.”

After a season-ending injury, a 
stranger told him, “I can tell you 
how to be great.”

“Tell me,” Jonathan replied. The 
stranger said, “You have to know 
Jesus.”

“Have to know Jesus? Man, I’m 
a Christian, I grew up Christian,” 
Jonathan said but deep down he 
knew he was missing a personal 

relationship with Jesus. “I was hell 
bent on experiencing everything 
that the NBA had to off er,” Jona-
than tells the Christian Post. “I had 
that kind of cliché Christianity of ‘I 
go to church from time to time or 
when times get tough, I pray’, but 
it wasn’t something that was real or 
tangible. From that moment on, my 
life got fl ipped completely upside 
down. I really got a sense of God 
intervening in my life and leading 
my footsteps and ordering things 
in order to get my attention.

“I fi nally said, ‘Wow, God, you 
love me for me. I don’t have to work 
for it. I don’t have to be perfect.’ I 
was so used to walking around with 
so much anxiety and trying to plan 
what I would say, plan what I would 
do, because I didn’t want anybody 
to reject me. So it was the fi rst time 
in my life that I could take a breath 
and be like, ‘I’m okay. God loves me 
for me. I don’t have to perform. I 
don’t have to make a shot.’” Those 
beliefs were tested in the summer 
of 2020 when Jonathan chose to 

stand for the freedom found only 
in Christ.

“Any political structure or ide-
ology, doesn’t, in itself, have the 
necessary tool for salvation,” he 
explains.” Which is what I ulti-
mately believe is what everybody 
needs. I look out into the world, I 
can see that racism is not the only 
thing that plagues the hearts of 
men. But I know based on what 
I’ve experienced, in my life, that the 
gospel is what changes the hearts 
of men… I believe that if we can 
choose to love people the way that 
God loves us, which is in spite of our 
faults, in spite of our mistakes, in 
spite of our sin, and we can choose 
to forgive people the way that God 
forgives us and ultimately get back 
to God in the fi rst place, we can have 
the real change that everyone is 
aiming to get to, but is trying to do 
it by alternative measures.”

Jonathan recently launched an 
athletic apparel brand dedicated to 
his Christian faith called UNITUS. 
 ●
